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WHAT IS LOGOS?

LOGOS is the name used to represent a unique system of Christian nurture and ministry.  LOGOS literally means "The Word".  In John 1:1-18 LOGOS is translated "Word"; "In the beginning was the Word... and the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us..."  The LOGOS Program is one way of experiencing the living Christ.

FEES
LOGOS is designed to be self-supporting.  The fees include the cost of curriculum, craft supplies, music and other expenses for activities related to the program as well as weekly meals.  The fee can be paid in full or in two payments.  (Half of the fee should be paid at the beginning of the first semester and the remaining half at the beginning of the second semester).

REGISTRATION
Registration begins at the parent meeting.  The purpose of the annual parent meetings is to conduct and complete registration.  By attending the parent meeting each year, parents affirm the importance of LOGOS as a system of Christian nurture for their children and youth and also are informed of dates and scheduling for the year.

1.  A parent of each child who anticipates participation in LOGOS is required to attend the parent meeting each year.  This applies to new students as well as to returning students.  Attending is also a good way for returning parents to meet new parents. If you are not able to attend the scheduled parent meeting, please contact the director to schedule a time to meet regarding your child’s registration.

2.  Registration forms will be available only at the parent meeting.  Checks for fees should be made payable to Germantown Presbyterian Church and should accompany the completed registration form.
3.  At the time of registration parents will be asked to sign up for regular volunteer responsibilities in the program for the year.  Parent participation is required for each child (youth) enrolled in the program. (See Expectations of LOGOS Program Parents - following page.)

EXPECTATIONS OF LOGOS PROGRAM PARENTS
1.  Make it possible for your child or youth to attend the LOGOS Program regularly. 

2.  Encourage and participate in daily Bible reading and prayer.  

3.  Give your willing participation in service to the Program. Choose your area of service.  Become an expert and give it your best. Remember God calls all of us to lives of faith and discipleship.

4.  Arrange for prompt payment of LOGOS Program fees.

**Child care for children through age 3years will be available for parents while volunteering in LOGOS.
DISCIPLINE IN THE LOGOS PROGRAM

THE ONLY RULE OF LOGOS: Everyone is to treat everyone else as a child of God.  No one has the right to treat anyone else as if they do not matter.

Discipline Policy at Germantown Presbyterian Church:
Cooperation with and respect for all leaders, teachers, volunteers and staff should be stressed by parents at home.  General demeanor during the LOGOS Program should reflect the only rule of LOGOS (Everyone is to treat each other as a child of God).

The mental and physical health, well-being and safety of all children, youth and adults will always be of utmost importance.  In the event that there are ongoing behavioral problems, the LOGOS Director will communicate with the GPC staff and the staff will contact the parents and both parties will determine if the child/youth will continue in the LOGOS Program.

This policy is in accordance with the Safe Practices Policy adopted by the Session of Germantown Presbyterian Church on November 11, 2004.  This policy may be viewed on the church website at www.germantownpres.org, under Children’s Ministries or Youth Ministries.

CHECK IN / CHECK OUT Procedures

POLICY FOR VISITORS
Children and youth who are participating in the LOGOS Program are welcome to invite a guest anytime.  Please try to follow the guidelines below.

1.  If at all possible, notify the LOGOS team leaders by Tuesday noon the day before the Wednesday the visitor will attend (by email: kellew@germantownpres.org or jonandjenbennett@comcast.net ).  This will help the meal planning.

2.  A fee of $5.00 should be paid to cover the cost of the meal.

3.  Each visitor may attend LOGOS twice during the year.  If he/she wishes to enroll, arrangements should be made to register and make tuition payments.

CHILDREN FROM OTHER CHURCHES
Children from other churches and children of non-member visitors are welcome to enroll in LOGOS at Germantown Presbyterian Church.

1.  The non-member children are asked to participate regularly in the middle of the week.

2.  The parents of non-member children need to attend a parent meeting held in September or January.

3.  Parents participate as any other LOGOS parent...working in the kitchen, with activities, etc.

4.  The children from other churches will be encouraged to worship in their own church or at Germantown Presbyterian Church every Sunday.

5.  The non-member children will be asked to be present at Germantown Presbyterian Church for special music and/or presentations which are on Sunday mornings or at other designated times.

NEW STUDENTS
New students may enroll in the LOGOS Program during the course of the year.  The intent of the program is for students to begin in September.  We realize, however, that people join the church during the year and that their schedules may change as well.  For these reasons new students will be invited to join during the year.  Please contact a LOGOS Director or a church staff member. 
??  COMMON QUESTIONS ??
1.  MY CHILD HAS TOO MUCH HOMEWORK.  WHAT DO WE DO?
We usually make time for those things we consider important.  LOGOS demands are not extravagant.  We meet for a limited time period in the Fall and again beginning in Winter.  We break for the busy holiday season and end our program before Spring schedules get too hectic. 

2.  CAN'T WE DO AWAY WITH DINNER AND SAVE TIME, TROUBLE AND MONEY?
The breaking of bread together helps in bonding us together as a family.  This segment offers time for fellowship and sharing as LOGOS Families grow in their relationships with each other.  Jesus demonstrated numerous times the importance of gathering over meals.

3.  WHY NOT HAVE THIS ON SUNDAYS?
Having LOGOS in the middle of the week demonstrates that religion is not separate from daily activities.  A mid-week program provides a link between Sundays and offers a spiritual boost.  Today's society dictates that Sunday participation may not always be possible.  Most people are available to attend during the week.

4.  DOESN'T LOGOS COMPETE WITH SUNDAY SCHOOL?
No.  LOGOS creates an atmosphere which enhances Sunday School and other existing church programs.  Children & youth who attend LOGOS and Sunday School get to know each other better and thus the growth of Christian relationships.

5.  MY CHILD IS INVOLVED IN AFTER SCHOOL ACTIVITIES.  CAN HE/SHE COME TO ONLY PART OF THE PROGRAM?
YES!  We want you to be here as much as you can! LOGOS is a comprehensive system of ministry.  It is recommended and hoped that participants will attend all parts of the program each week. It is understood that absences occur from time to time.  If this happens, parents are encouraged to find out what the student missed so that he/she can be caught up when he/she returns.

6.  I WORK AND CANNOT HELP DURING LOGOS.  WHAT SHALL I DO?
There are many opportunities for parents to volunteer and be involved in LOGOS.   Your special needs will be taken into consideration and arrangements will be made so that you may become involved.  Contact Kelle Wesson at 754-5195.
