Prayer Request Cards

Whatever your age, sex, or years of membership in the church the prayer request cards
have been placed in the pews for you. As we all know, sometimes we need to ask our
friends in faith to carry us through with their prayers for healing and comfort and the
overwhelming needs that face us. If something has overtaken your life be it
poor health, problems in relationships, death of a loved one, or inability to cope
with life, please consider filling out a prayer request card so we can actively pray for

you.

When you fill out the card you can note if it is for the pastor’s eyes only or for the
small prayer groups that meet every week or for both. The card may be placed in the
offering plate, the prayer box in the narthex, or turned in at the church office. Be
assured intercessors of the church will pray for you. The prayer requests that you
submit will remain active for 30 days and at the end of that time you may indicate
your ongoing need by filling out another card.

The prayer groups are maintained by the Prayer Ministry and the people who are

praying for you are committed to keeping your requests confidential.

Be encouraged and uplifted by Philippians 4:6-7 in that we should “Be anxious for
nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving, let our re-
quests be made known to God. And the peace of God which passesall ~ understand-
ing shall keep our hearts and minds in Jesus Christ.”
